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ARTICLES OF INCCRPCHATION Coal

(A Florida Corporation Not-For-Profit)

In order to form a corporation not-for-profit pursuant
to, and in accordance with, the provisions of Chapter 617 of the
Florida Statutes, we, the undersigned, hereby associate ourselves
into a corporation not-for-profit for the purposes, and with the
powers, hereinafter set forth and to that end, we do, by these
Articles of Incorporation, certify as follows:

Unless inconsistent with the definitions as set forth
within Chapter 718, Florida Statutes (1981), the following words
and phrases shall have the following meanings:

A. "Zot" means the Condominium Act, Chapter 718, Floricda
Statutes (1981).

B. "Unit" means a part of the condominium property which
is subject to exclusive ownership. The units shall be diviged
into three (3) cilasses for purposes of assessment of common
expernses and for occupancy and use restrictions: The three

classes are:

o]

1. Tower units shall wean those units situated in
the two (2) four-story office buildings identified as Buildinss
"A" and “B" on the site and survey plan which is attached to the
Declaration as Exhibit "B-1".

2. The shop units shall mean those units situated in
the office/warehouse units in the two (2) one-story bhuildings
identified as Buildings "C" and "D" on the site and survey plan
which is attached to the Declaration as Exhibit "B-1".

3. The warehouse units shall mean those units situ-
ated in the small bay and large bay warchouse buildings identi-
fied as Buildings "E" and "F" on the site and survey plan attach-

ed to the Declaration as Exhibit "B~1".

C. "Unit Owner" means the owner or cwners of a unit and
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may include a corporation or other legal entity.

D. "Articles" and "By-Laws" mean these Articles of In-
corporation and the By-Laws of the "Association" (as hereinafter
defined).

E. "Assessment” means a share of funds required for the
payment of "Common Expenses" (as hereinafter defined) which from
time to time is assessed against a unit owner.

F. "Association" means CORPORATE PLAZA OF BOCA RATON

ASSOCIATION, INC., a Florida corporation not-for-profit,

organized to administer the "Condomipium” (as hereinafter
defined).

G. "Board" means the Board of Directors of the Associa-
tion.

H. “"Common Elements" means the portion of the Condomini-

um Property not included within the units.

1. "Common Expenses" means all expenses and
properly incurred by the Zssociation for the Condominium and in-
cludes:

(a) the experses for the operation, maintenance, re-
pair or replacement of the Common Elements, costs of car-
rying out the powers and duties of the Association, costs
of fire and extended coverage insurance;. and

(b) any other expenses designated as Common Expernses
from time to time by the Board;

(¢) any valid charge against the Condominium Proper-
ty és a whole;

J. *Condominium"” means CORPORATE PLAZA, A CONDOMINIUM,
which is submitted to condominium ownership by the recording of
the "Declaration" {(as hereinafter defined).

K. "Condominium Documents" means, in the aggregate, the
Declaration, these Articles, the By-Laws of the Association, in-
cluding all exhibits referenced therein.

L. "Declaration" means the Declaration of Condominium of

CORPORATE PLAZA, A CONDOMINIUM, and is the document by which the
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land and iwmprovements of the Condoniniun are submitted to condo-
minium ownership in accordance with the Act.

M. "Developer" means CORPORATE ENTERPRISES INé., a Flor-
ida corporation, its grantees, successors and assigns.

N. "Director" means a member of the Board of Directors

of the Association.

0. "Member" means a member of the Association.

ARTICLE I
Name
The name of this corporation shall be CORPORATE PLAZA
OF BOCA RATON ASSOCIATION, INC., whose present address is 4700

N.W. 2nd Avenue, Boca Raton, Florida 33432.

ARTICLE IT
Powers

The Association shall have the following powers which
shall be governed by the following provisions:

A. The Association shall have all of the common law and
statutory powers of a corporation not-for-profit which are not
otherwise in conflict with the provisiorns of the Condominium Doc-
uments or of the Act.

B. The Association shall have all of the powers of a
condominium association under the Act and shall have all of the
powers reasonably necessary to implement the'purposes of the As-
sociation, including but not limited to, the follcwing:

(1) to make, establish and enforce reasonable rules
and regulations governing the Condominium and the use of
units, Common Elements, Limited Common Elements and Con-
dominium Property:

(2) to make, levy, collect and enforce Assessments
against unit owners to provide funds to pay fo; the ex-
penses of the Associaticn, the maintenance, operation and

management of the Condominium and the pay.nent of Comnon
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Expenses in the manner provided in the Condominium Docu-
ments and the Act and to use and expend the proceeds of
such Assessments in the exercise of the powers and duties
of the Association;

(3) to maintain, repair, replace and operate the
Condominium Property in accordance with the Condominium
Documents and the Act;

(4) to reconstruct improvements of the Condominium
Property in the event of casualti or other loss;

(5) to enforce by legal means the provision; of the
Condominium Documents;

(6) to employ personnel, retain independent contrac-
tors and professional personnel and enter into service
contracts to provide for the maintenance, operation and
management of the Condominium Property and to enter into
any other agrcements conrsistent with the purposes of the
lLssociation, including any agresments as to the manage-

ment of the Condominium.

ARTICLE III

Memkers
A. Each unit cwner in the Condominium shall automatical-
ly be a rmember of the Association. WMembership will ccormmence upon

scguiring title to a unit and shall end upon the sale of said
unit. Membership certificates are not reguired and will not be
issued.

B. On all matters as to which the membership shall be
entitled to vote, as hereinafter provided, the vote of eacﬁ unit
shall be exercised in the manner provided by the Declaration of
Condominium and the By-Laws.

C. The share of a member in the funds and assets of the
Association cannot be assigned, hypothecated, or transferred in

any manner except as an appurtenance to his unit.
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ARTICLE IV
Term

This Association shall have perpetual existence.

ARTICLE VI
Directors

A. Xumber and gualification. The affairs of the kssoci-

ation shall be managsed by a board comprised of not less than
three (3) directors, and as otherwise established within the By-
Lzws. Directors need not be members of the Rssociation.

B. Duties and powers. All of the duties and powers of

£he Association existing under The Condominium Act, the Declara-
tion of Condcminium, the By-Laws of the Zssociation and these Ar-
ticles shall be exercised exclusively by the Board of Directors,
its agents, contractors or employees, unless otherwise specifi-

cally provided.

C. Election; removal. Directors of the Association

shall be elected at the annual meeting of the members in the man-
ner determined by the By-Laws. Directors may be removed and va-
cancies on the Board of Directors shall be filled in the manner
provided by the By-Laws.

D. Term of First Directors. The Developer, CORPORATE

ENTERPRISES, INC., a Florida corporation, as the Developer of

CORPORATE PLAZA, A CONDOMINIUM, its successors and assigns,

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reserves the right to elect all of the Directors of the
Corporation, subject to the following. wWhen unit owners other
than the Developer own fifteen (15%) percent or more of the units
that will be.operated ultimately by the Association, the unit
owners other than the Developer shall be entitled to elect not
less than one-third (1/3) of the members of the Board of
Directors of the Association. Unit owners other than the
Developer shall be entitled to elect not less than a majority of
the members of the Board of Directors of the Association: (a)
three (3) months after sales by the Developer have been closed as
to ninety (90%) percent of the units in terms of percentage
ownership of common elements that will be ultimately operated by
the Association;:; or (b) within three (3) years after sales have
been closed by the Developer as to fifty (50%) percent of the
units in terms of percentage ownership of common elements that
will be operated ultimately by the Association; or (c¢) when all
the units that will be ultimately operated by the Associlation
have been completed and some of them have been sold and none of
the others are being offered for sale by the Developer in the
ordinary course of business; or (d) when some of the units that
will ultimately be operated by the Association have been sold and
rnone of the others are being offered for sale by the Developer in
the ordinary course of business, whichever shall first occur.
The Developer shall be entitled to elect not less than one (1)
member of the Board of Directors of the Association so lorg as
the Developer owns at least one unit in the Condominium.
Bowever, the Developer may, at his option, relinguish control of
the Board of Directors of the Association at any earlier time the

Developer may so elect.

ARTICLE VIII

Indemnification

Every Director and Officer of the Association, and every
member of the Association serving the Association at its request,
shall be indemnified by the Association against all expenses and
liabilities, including counsel fees, at all trial and appellate
levels, reasonably incurred by or imposed upon him in connection
with any proceeding, or any settlement of any proceeding to which
he may be a party or in which he may become involved by reason of
his being or having been a Director or Officer of the Association
or by reason of his serving or having served the Association at
its request, whether or not he is a Director or Officer or is
serving at the time the expenses or liabilities are incurred;

provided, that in the event of a settlement before entry of judg-
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ment, the indemnification shall apply only when the Board of Di-
rectors approves the settlement and reimbursement as being for
the best interest of the Association. The foregoing right of in-
demnification shall be in addition to and not exclusive of all

other rights to which that person may be entitled.

ARTICLE IX
By-Laws
The By-Laws of the Association shall be adopted by the
initial Board of Directors. The By-Laws may be amended in accor-
dance with the provisions thereof, except that no portion of the
By-lLaws may be altered, amended, or rescinded in such a manner as
will prejudice the rights of the Developer described therein or

mortgagees of units without their prior written consent.

ARTICLE X
Amendments

Imendments to these Articles of Incorporation shall be
propésed and adopted in the following manner:

A. Notice of the subject matter of a propcsed amendment
shall be inclvded in the notice of any meeting at which a pro-
pcsed amendment is to considered.

B. A resolution for the adcption of a proposed amendment
may be proposed by the Board of Directors of the Association or
by the members of the Association. HMembers may propose such an
amendment by instrument in writing directed to the President or
Secretary of the Board signed by not less than ten (10%) percent
of the membership. Amendments may be proposed by the Board of
Directors by action of a majority of the Board at any regularly
constituted meeting thereof. Upon an amendment being proposed as
herein provided, the President, or, in the event of his refusal
or failure to act, the Board of Directors shall call a meeting of
the membership to be held not soocner than fifteen (15) days nor

later than sixty (60) days thereafter for the purpose of consid-
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ering such amendment. Except as elsewhere provided, such approv-
als must be either by:
(1) Not less than sixty~-six and two—thirds (66 -~

2/3%) percent of the entire membership of the Board of

Directors and by not less than fifty-one (51%) percent of

the entire membership of the Association; or

(2) Not less than seventy-five (75%) percent of the
entire membership of the Association. Provided, however,
that until such time as a majority of the members of the

Board of Directors of the Association shall be elected by

unit owners other than the Developer, all amendments to

the Articles of Incorporation shall be approved by the

Developer alone.

C. Frovided, however, that no amendment shall make any
changes in the gqualifications for membership nor the voting
rights of the members, without approval in writing by all mermbers
and the Jjoinder of all record owners of mortgages on the condo-
minium units, including the Developer. No amendment shall be
adopted without the consent and approval of the Developer, sO
long as it shall own one (1) or more condominium unit in
CORPORATE PLAZA, A CONDOMINIWM. No amnendment shall be made that
is in conflict with the Condominium Act or the Declaration of
Cordominium, nor shall any amendment make any changes which would
in any way affect any of the rights, privilezes, powers and/or
options herein provided in favor of or reserved to the Developer,
or any person who is an officer, stockholder or director of the
Developer, or any corporation having some or all of its direc-
tors, officers or stockholders in common with the Developer,
unless the Developer shall join in the execution of such amend-
ment .

D. A copy of each amendment shall be filed with the Sec-
retary of State, pursuant to the provisions of the applicable
Florida Statutes, and a copy certified by the Secretary of State

shall be recorded in the Public Records of Palm Beach County,
